and obligations of the ASSOCIATION under the CONDOMINIUM
DOCUMENTS. Any dissolution of the ASSOCIATION which would
result in a withdrawal of the CONDOMINIUM in the Horizontal
Property Regime must be approved by the OWNERS of the UNITS
and shall be evidenced by a Declaration of Withdrawal
executed, acknowledged and recorded by the OWNERS of all of
the UNITS. If at the time of any such dissolution there are
any encumbrances or liens against any of the UNITS, such
Declaration of Withdrawal will be effective only when the
creditors holding such encumbrances or liens also execute
and acknowledge such Declaration of Withdrawal or their
encumbrances or liens are stafisfied other than by fore-
closure against the GNITS or expire by operation of law. As
long as there is a Class B membership in the ASSOCIATION any
dissolution of the ASSOCIATION must have the prior written
approval of the Veterans Administration or the Federal
Housing Administration; provided, however, that no such
approval shall be required unless at the time of such
dissolution the Veterans Administration or the Federal
