(e) dedicate, sell or transfer all or any part of the
Coﬁmon Area to any public agency, authority, or utility for
such purposes and subject te such conditions as may be agreed
to by the members.hNo such dedicatlen or transfer shall be
‘effective unless an instrument has been signed by ﬁwo-th;rds
(2/3) of each class of members, agreeing to such dedication

sale or transfer;

(f) participste in mergers and consclidations with other
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nonprofit corporations organized for the same purposes or
annex additional residential property an:i Common Area, pro-
vided that any such merger; consolidation or annexatlon shall
have the assent of two-thirds (2/3) of sach class of mcmbefs;
(g) havé and to exercise any and all powers, rights and
privileges which a corporation organized under the Non-Profit

Corporation Law of the State of Arigona by law may now or

ARTICLE V
MEVBERSHIP
Every person or entity who is a record owner of a fee or undi-

VOTING RIGHTS

Class A, Class A members shall bhe all Owners with the

exception of the Declarant and shall be entitled to one vote

(as defined in the Declaration), and shall be entitled to
th;ae (3) votes for each Lot owned. The Class B membership
shall cease and be converted to Class A memborship on the happen-
ing of either of the following eventa, ﬂhichever ocours
earlier:
(a) when the total votes outstanding in the Class
A membership equal the total votes outstarnding
in the Class B membership; or
(b) on July't, 1972.

The time of the commencement of this corporation shall be the
issusnce to it of a Certificate of Incorporatbn by the Ariszona Corpors-
tion Commission, and the termination thereof shall be twenty-five (25)
years from and after said date with the i)rivilego of renewal as provided

by law.
