o Eliminate standing water in gutters, rain
barrels, old tires, buckets, or anything
that holds water for (3) or more days; and

o Apply insect repellents containing DEET
when outdoors where mosquitoes may
be present and spray clothing with repel-
lent, as mosquitoes easily bite through
thin cloth, i.e., cotton t-shirts.
