During the summer months here in Phoenix, many people take the opportunity to travel to cooler climates to beat the heat. |
thought I'd share some ftravel tips for those who many overlook a few elements in their enthusiasm to get out of town.
Additionally, this content was catalyzed by my own travel experience recently.

| traveled to Santa Clara, CA for work last month. After returning to my hotel from the office, | forgot my bag with laptop and
passport in my rental vehicle. Within 10 minutes, | realized this but my rental car window was already shattered and my bag
was gone. | work for a technology company with sophisticated PC security, yet my laptop was hacked within an hour and the
perpetrators were attempting to change passwords on my personal accounts. Fortunately, the 2-factor authentication was
able to fend off their attempts to access my accounts and steal my identity. Unfortunately , the Santa Clara police wouldn't
answer the phone and never returned my call despite leaving multiple messages.

White it was an unfortunate situation, my hope is that the lessons | learned can help others avoid such situations in the

future. Hopefully these tips for travel—Before and during your trip—will serve as helpful reminders.

Before you leave....

o« A empty house is a tempting target for a burglar. Use this checklist of tips to help safeguard your home while you're
away.

e Have good Locks on all doors and windows and USE THEM!

e Ask a neighbor to watch the house while you're away. It's a good idea to leave your vacation address and telephone
number with a neighbor so you can be reached in case of an emergency.

e Never leave your house keys hidden outside your home.

o Stop all deliveries or arrange for a neighbor to pick up your mail, newspapers and packages.

e Arrange for someone to mow your lawn and maintain the yard to give the home a lived-in look.

e Plugin timers to turn lights on as this will help to disguise the fact that you are away.

e Leave your blinds, shades and curtains in a normal position. Don’t close them unless that is what you do when you are
home.

e Secure storage sheds and gates with locks.

e If your home is broken into or a theft occurs at your home, PLEASE report this to the police. We need to make sure any
incidents are reported to law enforcement in order to accurately track criminal behavior in the area.

During your travels....

e Never leave personal items in a vehicle. Thieves can easily identify a rental car due to the barcode sticker or decal on
the cars so these become immediate targets.

e Your trunk isn’t safe. Thieves have scanners that can detect the Wi-Fi transmitters in cellphones and laptops even if they
are in sleep mode. Thieves will walk by cars with these scanners and can immediately identify if you have a laptop and/
or phone in your truck. They will then break the back windows and pop open the trunk in minutes.

e Always use 2-factor identification. Biometric authentication (eye scan, facial recognitions, or fingerprint) are excellent
methods. While some phones can be unlocked with a picture of the owner, more recent phones aren’t triggered by
photos as they have 3D technology to measure depth. However, to be safe, don’t have a picture of your face on your
lock screen.

o File a police report. Even if the police won’t investigate your situation, this will help with any insurance claims and will
contribute to crime metrics.

e If your primary ID is stolen, you can still fly. Any form of ID proving your identity will be helpful. TSA will still need to
verify you, and this can take an extra 40 to 60 minutes so be sure to give yourself plenty of time at the airport. Your birth
certificate can also be used for travel, but this may not help if you’re mid-vacation as most of us don’t carry birth
certificates as a habit.

Landscaping Committee Report—Second Quarter 2022

The committee finalized negotiations with ProQual (the landscape contractor) to
extend their contract to the end of 2025. The rate for the remainder of 2022 is
unchanged. The rate for each of the additional years increases by 2.5% per year
effective January 1st of each year.

Two things of note regarding this contract. The first is that the rate increase in 2023 will
be the first increase in price for ProQual in four years. The second is that, by extending
this contract, ProQual extends the warranty on the irigation system (Phase 2 to
complete by September 2022) for four years. This means that the Club West HOA wiill
not pay for any repairs to the irrigation system unfil September 2026.

We experienced several large leaks around the Club House in the 2nd quarter. As a
result, the committee propose that the Board authorize ProQual to install automatic
shutoff valves to the irrigation system at the Club House and at the Dog Park at the
intersection of Chandler Boulevard and Central Avenue. The Board approved the
expenditure in June. The irrigation system can determine when an abnormal amount of
water is being used and automatically shut off the water unfil repairs can be made.

Through the effort of several people in the committee, an updated list of “approved”
plants has been created and shared with ProQual. The list emphasizes plants that
flower, are non-invasive and use less water. A formal document is being prepared to
shared with the Board and the community.

Work has started on evaluating the 28 monuments withing the Club West footprint.
Members of the committee have looked at having the monuments cleaned, the raised
lettering removed and replaced with engraved lettering, the lettering painted and/or
repainted, and the monuments repainted and sealer applied where appropriate. We
expect to have quotes for the work by the end of the third quarter.

Finally, last quarter the newsletter addressed the property between the 202 West bound
enfrance and West Lacewood Place at 17th Avenue. We have not found an existing
source for water along 17th Avenue that can be easily tapped into. We have started
some discussions with the City of Phoenix on other options but things are moving slowly
and there are no further updates at this fime.

FCW HOA Infrastructure Committee

Hello Foothills Clulb Westl!

Whew it's hotl Summer is here and we are halfway through the year. The
Infrastructure Committee has overseen the hiring of an engineering company to
inspect numerous locations throughout Club West where the shared walls are
showing signs of disrepair. The repairs to the basketball court lights have been
completed. Sunland Asphalt has completed the paving/resurfacing of the streets in
five of the gated communities as scheduled and thankfully no major issues arose. A
thank you to Sunland Asphalt for a job well done and working with us and our
residents.

At the beginning of the year, the infrastructure Committee surveyed the community
and began an inventory log for homes with HOA shared walls in potential need of
attentfion. Olsson Engineering was contracted and has surveyed 6 locations to
evaluate the shared walls and provide basic recommendations for repairs/
replacement of the walls where required.

The Request for Proposal process for vendors has proved to be very challenging this
year but repairing the first location along Cenftral, just south of Chandler is
underway. Four quotes have been received and are in the review process for
repair of the wall. Vision and the HOA will be reaching out to residents with the
shared walls for discussion.

We are a small group of volunteers. Fl anyone else would like to join, your willingness
would be greatly appreciated and welcomed. This is a voluntary committee so if
you can't commit full time that is OK. If you would prefer to participate on certain
projects only, due to your desire for a cause or your expertise that's great too. Any
and all help is welcomed and greatly appreciated by your community.

In addition, we would love nay feedback from the community. If there are
additional items or areas of concern that community members would like to see
the HOA Board investigate addressing, we would love to hear from you.

Local law enforcement and fire, as well as the Phoenix Community Council, Foothills Club
West's homeowners’ associations and FCW-ACP visit neighborhood block parties to meet with
residents, answer questions and encourage neighbors to continue working together to keep
Foothills Club West safe.
