F TATION

The object and purpose for which this Association is organized is to act as a

The affairs of the Assaciation shall be conducted by a Board of Directors and
such officers as the directors may elect and appoint. Neither the directors nor the officers
need be members of the Association. The number of directors shall be not fewer than two
{2) nor more than eleven {11). The number of directors may be changed by amendment of
the Bylaws of the Association. The number of directors constituting the initial Board of
Directors shail be two {2).
