
BYLAWS OF 

SILVERIIAWKE HOMEOWNERS' ASSOCIATION, INC. 

ARTICLE I. 

NAME AND LOCATION. •rhe name or the corporation is 
Silverhawke Homeowners' Association, Inc., hereinafter referred 
to ·as the "Association." The principal office of the corporation 
shall be located at 47:1..1 North 12th Street, Phoenix, Arizona 
85014, but meetings of members and directors may be held at such 
places within the State of Arizona, County of Maricopa, as may be 
designated by the Board of Directors. 

ARTICLE II. 

QEFINITIONS 

SECTION 1. "Association" shall mean and refer to 
S.iJ.verhawke Homeowners' Assoclatlon, Inc., an Arizona nonprofit 
corporation, Jts successors and asslgns. 

SEC1'ION 2. "Common Area" shall mean all real property, 
including improvements thereon, owned by the Association for the 
common use and enjoyment of the Owners, such use to be defined by 
such Rules and Regulations as issued by the Board of Directors. 
The Common Area to be owned by the Association at the tlme of the 
conveyance of the first Lot is deflned as follows: 

Tracts A, D, E, G, I and I< of STJNERIIJ\WI<E, 
according to the plat of record thereof 
recorded in the Official Records of Maricopa 
County, Arizona, in Book 376 of Maps, on Page 
34 thereof and recorded at Instrument No. 94-
394673, Official Records of Maricopa County, 
Arizona. 

SECTION 3. "Declarant" shall mean and refer to Centex Real 
Estate Corporation, a Nevada corpora tlon, its successors anc1 
assigns, if such successors or assigns should acquire more than 
one undeveloped JJot from the Declarant for the purpose of devel­
opment and to whom the r.lghts and responslh.l.litl.es of the 
Decl at-ant sha 11 be assigned pursuant to a recorded instrument. 

SECTION 4. "Dec.larntlon" shall mean and refer to the 
Declaration of Covenants, Condlt.lons, nestr.lct.ions and Easements 
applicable to the Property recorded in the Office of the Maricopa 
County Recorder. 

SECTION 5. "Lot" shall mean and refer to any plot of land 
shown upon any recorded subdJvlsJon map of the Properl:y wi.th t:he 
exception of the Common 1\ren. 
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SECTION 6. "Member" shall mean and refer to those persons 
entitled to membership in the Association as provided in the 
Declaration. 

SECTION 7. "Owner" shall mean and refer to the record 
owner, whether one or more person~ or entities, of tl1e fee simple 
title to any Lot which is a part of the Properties, includJ.ng 
contract sellers, but excluding those having such interest merely 
as security for the performance of an obligation. 

SECTION B. "Property" shall mean and refer to that certain 
real property described in the Declaration of Covenants, 
Conditions Restrictions and Easements. 

ARTICLE III. 

MEETINGS OF MEMBERS 

SECTION 1. ANNUAL MEETINGS. The first annual meeting of 
the members shall be held within one year from the date of 
incorporation of the Association, and each subsequent regular 
annual meeting of the members shall be held on the same day of 
the same month of each year thereafter, at the hour of 7:00 
o'clock, P.M. If the day for the annual meeting of t.he members 
is a legal holiday, the meeting will be held at the same hour on 
the first day following which is not a legal holiday. 

SECTION 2. SPECIAl_, MEETINGS. Special meetings of the 
members may be called at any tlme by the president or by the 
Board of Directors, or upon written request of the members who 
are entitled to vote one-fourth {l/11) of all of the votes of the 
Class A membership. 

SEC'l'ION J. NOTICE Of MEETINGS. \oJritten nol:ice of each 
meeting of the members shall be given by, or at the direction of, 
the secretary or person authorized to call the meeting, by 
mailing a copy of such notice, postage prepaid, at least fifteen 
(15) days before such meeting to each member entitled to vote 
thereat, addressed to the member's address last appearing on the 
books of the Assoclatlon, or supplied by such member to the 
Association for the purpose of notice. Such not.lce shall specify 
the place, day and hour of the meeting and Jn the case of a 
special meeting, the purpose of the meeting. 

SECTION 4. QUORUM. The presence at the meetlng of members 
entitled to cast, or of proxies entltled to cast, one-tenth 
(1/10) of the votes of each class of membersh.lp shall constitute 
a quorum for any action except as otherwise provlded Jn the 
Articles of Incorporation, the Oeclaration, or these nylaws. If, 
however, such quorum shall not be present or represented at any 
meeting, the members entJ tled to vote thereat slwll have power t:o 
adjourn the meeting from tl.me to tJme, w.lthout notlce other than 
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announcement at the meeting, until a quorum as aforesaid shall be 
present or be represented. 

SECTION 5. PROXIES. 1\t all meetings of members, each 
member may vote in person or by proxy. 1\ll proxies sl1all be in 
writing and filed with the secretary. Every proxy shall be revo­
cable and shall automatlcally cease upon conveyance by the member 
of his Lot. 

1\RTICLE IV. 

BOARD OF DIRECTORS; SELECTION; TERM OF OFFICE 

SECTION 1. NUMBER. The affairs of this Association shall 
be managed by a Board of not less than three (3) nor more than 
nine (9) directors, who need not be members of the 1\ssoclatlon. 

SECTION 2. TERM OF OFFICE. 1\t the first annual meeting and 
at each annual meeting thereafter, the members shall elect three 
(J) directors for a term of one year. 

SECTION 3. REMOVAL. 1\ny director may be removed from the 
Board, with or without cause, by a majority vote of the members 
of the Association. In the event of deatll, resignation or 
removal of a director, his successor shall be selected by the 
remaining members of the Board and shall serve for the unexp.l.red 
term of his predecessor. 

SECTION 4. COMPENSATION. No dlrector shall receive 
compensation for any service he may render to the 1\ssociatlon. 
llowever, any director may be reimbursed for his actual expenses 
incurred in the performance of his duties. 

SECTION 5. ACTION Tl\l<EN \H'l'llOlJT A MEETING. The directors 
shall have the right to take any act:Jon in the absence of a 
meeting which they could take at a meeting by obtaining the writ­
ten approval of all the d J rectors. Any <tel: ion so a pprovecl sha 11 
have the same ef feet as though taken at a meetJng of the ell rec­
tors. 

ARTICLE V. 

SECTION 1. NOMINATION. Nomination for electJon to the 
Board of Directors shall be made by a NomJnating Committee. 
Nominations may also be made from the floor at the annual 
meeting. 'l'he Nominating Comm.lttee shall consist of a Chairman, 
who shall be a member of the Board of Ojrectors, and two or more 
members of the Association. The NomJnatlng Committee sh;tll be 
appointed by the Board of D.lrectors prior to each annunl meeting 
of the members, to serve from the close of such a nnun.l. meet 1 ng 
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until the close of the next annual meetJng and such appointment 
shall be announced at each annual meeting. The NominatJ.ng 
Committee shall make as many nominations for election to the 
Board of Directors as it shall in its discretion determine, but 
not less than the number of vacancies that are to be filled. 
Such nominations may be made from among members or nonmembers. 

SECTION 2. ELECTION. Election to the Board Qf Directors 
shall be by secret written ballot. At such election the members 
or their proxies may cast, in respect to each vacancy, as many 
votes as they are entitled to exercise under the provisions of 
the Declaration. The persons receiving the largest number of 
votes shall be elected. 

AH'l'ICLE VI. 

MEETINGS OF DIRECTORS 

SECTION 1. REGULJ\R MEETINGS. Regular meetings of the Board 
of Directors shall be held monthly without notice, at such place 
and hour as may be fixed from tlme to time by resolution of the 
Board. Should said meetJng fall upon a legal holiday, then that 
meeting shall be held at the same time on the next day which .is 
not a legal holiday. 

SECTION 2. SPECI/\L MEETINGS. Special meetings of the Board 
of Directors shall be held when called by the president of the 
Association, or by any two directors, after not less than three 
(J) days' notice to each director. 

SECTION J. QUORUM. J\ majority of the number of directors 
shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business. Every 
act or decision done or made by a majority of the directors 
present at a duly held meeting at wld.ch a quorum is present shall 
be regarded as the act of the Board. 

SECTION 1.

J\R'I'ICLE VII. 

POHERS. 'J'he noard of D.lr.ector.s shall have the 

(a) adopt and publ.lsh rules and regul<ltlons governing 
the use of the Common 1\r.ea C\lld the personal conduct of the Mem­
bers and their guests thereon, and to establJsh penalties for the 
infraction hereof; 

(b) suspend the voting rights of a Member during any 
period in which such Member shall be in ·default in the payment of 
any assessment levied by the 1\ssoclatJoJ'l. Such r.lghts may also 
be suspended after notice and hearing, for a period not to exceed 
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sixty (60) days for infraction of published rules and 
regulations; 

(c) exercise for the Association all powers, duties 
and authority vested in or delegated to this Association and not 
reserved to the membership by other provisions of these Bylaws, 
the Articles of Incorporation, or the Declaration; 

(d) declare the office of a member of the Board of 
Directors to be vacant in the event such member shall be absent 
from three (3) consecutive regular meetings of the Board of 
Directors; and 

(e) employ a manager, an independent contractor, or 
such other employees as they deem necessary, and to prescribe 
their duties. 

SECTION 2. DUTIES. It shall be the duty of the Board of 
Directors to: 

(a) cause to be kept a complete record of all its acts 
and corporate affalrs and to present a statement thereof to the 
members at the annual meeting of the members, or at any special 
meeting when such statement is requested ln writing by one-fourth 
(l/4) of the Class A members who are ent.i.tled to vote; 

(b) supervise all officers, agents and employees of 
this Association, and to see that their duties are properly per­
formed; 

(c) as more fully provided in the Declaratlon, to: 

(1) fix the amount of the annual assessment 
a g a i n s t each Lo t a t 1 e a s t t h .l r t y ( J 0 ) d n y s j_ n ad v a n c e o f each 
annual assessment period; 

( 2) send wr J t ten notl.ce of each etssessment to 
every Owner subject thereto at least thlrty (30) days in advance 
of each annual assessment perlod; and 

( 3) foreclose the Lien aga .ins t any property for 
which assessments are not paid with Jn tld r.ty ( J 0) days after due 
date or to bring an actlon at law against the owner personally 
obligated to pay the same. 

(d) issue, or to cause an approprJate of[lcer to 
issue, upon demand by any person, a certiflcate settlng for.th 
whether or not any assessment has been p<1lcl. A reasonable clHlrge 
may be made by the Board for the issuance of these certJficates. 
If a certificate states an assessment has been paid, such 
certificate shall be concluslve evldence of such payment; 

(e) procure and m<Jtntaln adequat:e llabllJty and hnzanl 
insurance on property owned by the J\ssoclatJon; 
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(f) cause a 11 off .leers or employees ha v 1 ng f Jsca l. 
responsibilities to be bonded, as it may deem appropriate; 

(g) cause the Common Area and any additional 
maintenance areas to be maintained. 

OFFICEI1S AtlD THEIR DUTIES 

SECTION 1. ENUMERATION OF OFFICES. The officers of this 
Association shall be a president and vice-president, who shall at 
all times be members of the Board of Directors, a secretary, and 
a treasurer, and such other officers as the Board may from time 
to time by resolution create. 

SECTION 2. ELECTION OF OFFICERS. The election of officers 
shall take place at the first meeting of the Board of Directors 
following each annual meeting of the members. 

SECTION 3. TEHM. 'l'he off leers of th ls Association shall be 
elected annually by the Board and each shall hold office for one 
(1) year unle!'ls he shall sooner resign, or shall be removed, or 
otherwise disqualified to serve. 

SECTION 4. SPECIAL APPOINTMENTS. The Aoard may elect such 
other officers as the affairs of the Association may require, 
each of which shall hold office for such period, have such 
au thor i ty, and per form such duties as the Board may, from t:J.me to 
time, determine. 

SECTION 5. RESIGNATION AND REMOVAL. Any officer may be 
removed from offlce with or without cause by the Board. /\ny 
officer may resign at any time glvi.ng wrJ.tten notice to the 
Board, the president or the secretary. Such resJ.gnation shall 
take effect on the date of receipt of such notice or at any later. 
time specified therein, ond unless otherwise specifled tltereln, 
the acceptance of such resignation shall not be necessary to make 
it effective. 

SECTION 6. VACANCIES. A vacancy in any office may be 
fjl.led by appointment by the Aoard. The off.lcer. appolnted to 
such vacancy shall serve for. the remainder of the term of the 
officer he replaces. 

SECTION 7. MULT.TPJ.F: OFFICES. The offices of secretary and 
treasurer may be held by the same person. No person shall 
simultaneously hold more than one of any of the other. offices 
except in the case of special offices created pursuant to Section 
4 of this Article. 

SECTION 0. 
follows: 
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PRESIDENT 

(a) The president shall preside at all meetings of the 
Board of Directors; shall see that orders and resolutions of the 
Board are carried out; shall sign all leases, mortgages, deeds 
and other written instruments and shall co-sign all checks and 
promissory notes. 

VICE-PRESIDENT 

(b) The vice-president shall act in the place and 
stead of the president in the event of his absence, inability or 
refusal to act, and shall exercise and discharge such other 
duties as may be required of him by the Board. 

SECRETARY 

(c) 'l'he secretary shall record the votes and keep the 
minutes of all meetings and proceedings of the Board ~nd of the 
members; keep the corporate seal of the Association and afflx .lt 
on all papers requiring said seal; serve notice of meetings of 
the Board and of the members; keep approprlate current records 
showing the members of the 1\ssoclation together with their 
addresses, and shall perform such other dutles as required by the 
Board. 

TREASURER 

(d) 'I'he treasurer sha .1.1 receive and depos 1 t in 
appropriate bank accounts all monles of the Assoc.lation and shall 
disburse such funds as dJ.rected by resolution of the Board of 
Directors; shall sign all checks and promissory notes of the 
Association; keep proper books of account; cause an annual audit 
of the 1\ssociation books to be made by a public accountant at the 
completion of each fiscal year; and shall prepare an annual 
budget and a statement of income and expenditures to be presenl:ed 
to the membershlp at .lts regular. annual meeting, and deliver a 
copy of each to the members. 

1\RTICLE IX. 

~QMMITTEES 

The Association shall appoint an 1\rc.hi.tectoral nevlew 
Comm.lttee, as provi.ded Jn the Declaration, and a Nominating 
Commlttee, as provJded .i.n these ny.laws. In acldlt.l.on, the Board 
of Directors shall appolnt other committees as deemed approprJate 
Jn carrying out .Lts purpose. 
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AR1'ICLE X. 

BOOKS AND ~ECORDS 

The books, records and papers of the Association shall at 
all times, during reasonable business hours, be subject to 
inspection by any member. The Declaration, the Articles of 
Incorporation and the Bylaws of the Association shall be 
available for inspection by any member at the prin~ipal office of 
the Association, where copies may be purchased at reasonab~e 
cost. 

ARTICLE XI. 

As more fully provided in the Declaratlon, each member is 
obligated to pay to the Association annual and special assess­
ments which are secured by a contint1ing lien upon the property 
against which the assessment is made. Any assessments which are 
not paid when due shall be dellnquent. If the assessment is not 
paid when due, the assessment shall bear interest from the date 
of delinquency at prevailing rate for VA residential mortgage 
loans, and the Association may bring an action at law against the 
Owner personally obligated to pay the same or foreclose the lien 
against the property, and interest, costs, and reasonable 
attorneys' fees of any such action shall be added to the amount 
of such assessment. No Owner may waive or otherwise escape 
liability for the assessments provJded for here:l.n by nonuse of 
the Common Area or abandonment of Ids Lot. 

ARTICLE XII. 

The Association may have a seal in circular form having 
within its circumference the words: Sllverhawke Homeowners' 
Association Incorporated ArJ.zona 1994. 

1\R'l'ICf.,E XIII. 

SECTION 1. These Bylaws may be amended, at a regular or 
special meeting of the members, by a vote of a majority of a 
quorum of members present in person or by proxy, except that the 
Federal !lousing AdmJnJstratJon or the Veterans Administratlon 
shall have the right to veto amendments while there is Class A 
membership if such agencles have been involved ln the making, 
insurlng or guaranteeing of any mortgage loan w.l.thin the 
Property. 
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SECTION 2. In the case df any conflict between the Articles 
of Incorporation and these Bylaws, the Articles shall control; 
and in the case of any conflict between the Declaration and these 
Bylaws, the Declaration shall control. 

ARTICLE XIV. 

MISCELLM:JEOUS

The fiscal year of the Association shall begin on the first 
day of January and end on the Jlst day of December of every year, 
except that the £irst fiscal year shall begin on the date of 
incorporation.
